¶ Other Info:  In an effort to maintain a safe environment for students and staff here at St. Aloysius 
School, the Illinois Emergency Management Agency recently tested the radon levels in our gymnasium. 
Two instruments were placed in the gym from 12/18/17 to 12/22/17. This "short term" test resulted in 
levels of under 0.3 and 0.8 pCi/L respectively. These levels are well below the 4.0 pCi/L action level for 
indoor radon. The results demonstrate that the radon mitigation system installed during the late fall is 
working properly.
